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FOLLOW THE LEADER
Luke 9:1-17

I.  FOLLOW THE LEADER WHO FIXES WHAT’S BROKEN
(Luke 9:2,17) And He sent them out to proclaim the kingdom of God and to 
perform healing. …And they all ate and were satisfied; and the broken 
pieces which they had left over were picked up, twelve baskets full.  (Luke 
9:5) “And as for those who do not receive you, as you go out from that city, 
shake the dust off your feet as a testimony against them.” 

II. FOLLOW THE LEADER WHO EMPLOYS THE BROKEN
(Luke 9:12,13) Now the day was ending, and the twelve came and said to 
Him, “Send the crowd away, that they may go into the surrounding villages 
and countryside and find lodging and get something to eat; for here we are 
in a desolate place.” But He said to them, “You give them something to eat!” 
And they said, “We have no more than five loaves and two fish, unless 
perhaps we go and buy food for all these people.” 

III. FOLLOW THE LEADER WHO IS HIMSELF BROKEN
(Luke 9:16) Then He took the five loaves and the two fish, and looking up to 
heaven, He blessed them, and broke them, and kept giving them to the 
disciples to set before the people.
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
