Step 1: Reflect on the Text

4 Have you ever felt that God was distant, aloof, or absent? Have your prayers ever been

met with the silence of God?



DISAPPOINTMENT WITH GOD: FAITHFUL WRESTLING

5 Habakkuk challenged God boldly and honestly. Have you ever been direct and honest with
God?

6 Does getting angry with God mean you’re not a Christian? How does religion keep you
from treating God like he’s real?

7 Discuss what Ray said: “God, if I can’t figure out life with you, how can I figure it out

without you?”

DISAPPOINTMENT WITH GOD: TRUSTING HIS PROVIDENCE

8 Read and discuss Isaiah 55:8-9.

9  God said to Habakkuk, “I am going to do something in your days that you would not
believe, even if you were told.” How do we now see the wisdom of God that Habakkuk
could not see? How does this apply to your life as a follower of God today?

10 How was Jesus the “greater Habakkuk”?
