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Step 1: Reflect on the Text

Why do we do this first? We always want to start with the Bible. The goal is to meditate on
the Word and read it with an ear sensitive to the Holy Spirit’s promptings. Look for words or
phrases that stand out through logic, repetition, layout, etc.

Read the sermon scripture(s) listed above. What stands out to you? What do you find
interesting and/or important? What is challenging or causes you to have questions?

Step 2: Reflect on the Sermon

What is the purpose
of life according to Christianity? Is “living sacrifice” an oxymoron? When was the last time
you committed all of your life to Jesus?

6 “Do not be conformed to this world...” How would you describe the mold of this world,
into which you must resist being pressed?

7 What is wrong with the phrase, “Believe in something, even if it means sacrificing
everything”? Explain in your own words what Ray meant when he said, “Everyone is a
missionary for something”.

8 What is your family’s strategy for irnplernenting Romans 12:2?

9 What is wrong with relying on fear as the primary motivation for living the Christian life?
