The Westminster Confession of Faith

Chapter I
Of the Holy Scripture

L Although the light of nature, and the works of creation and providence do so
far manifest the goodness, wisdom, and power of God, as to leave men unexcusable;!
yet are they not sufficient to give that knowledge of God, and of His will, which is
necessary unto salvation.? Therefore it pleased the Lord, at sundry times, and in divers
manners, to reveal Himself, and to declare that His will unto His Church;3 and
afterwards for the better preserving and propagating of the truth, and for the more sure

I ROM 2:14 For when the Gentiles, which have not the law, do by nature the things contained in the law,
these, having not the law, are a law unto themselves: 15 Which shew the work of the law written in their
hearts, their conscience also bearing witness, and their thoughts the mean while accusing or else
excusing one another; 1:19 Because that which may be known of God is manifest in them; for God hath
shewed it unto them. 20 For the invisible things of him from the creation of the world are clearly seen,
being understood by the things that are made, even his eternal power and Godhead; so that they are
without excuse. PSA 19:1 The heavens declare the glory of God; and the firmament sheweth his
handiwork. 2 Day unto day uttereth speech, and night unto night sheweth knowledge. 3 There is no
speech nor language, where their voice is not heard. ROM 1:32 Who knowing the judgment of God, that
they which commit such things are worthy of death, not only do the same, but have pleasure in them that
do them. 2:1 Therefore thou art inexcusable, O man, whosoever thou art that judgest: for wherein thou
judgest another, thou condemnest thyself; for thou that judgest doest the same things.

2 1CO 1:21 For after that in the wisdom of God the world by wisdom knew not God, it pleased God by
the foolishness of preaching to save them that believe. 2:13 Which things also we speak, not in the words
which man's wisdom teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost teacheth; comparing spiritual things with
spiritual. 14 But the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness
unto him: neither can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned.

establishment and comfort of the Church against the corruption of the flesh, and the
malice of Satan and of the world, to commit the same wholly unto writing;* which
makes the Holy Scripture to be most necessary;> those former ways of God's
revealing His will unto His people being now ceased.®

IL. Under the name of Holy Scripture, or the Word of God written, are now
contained all the books of the Old and New Testament, which are these:

4 PRO 22:19 That thy trust may be in the Lord, I have made known to thee this day, even to thee. 20
Have not I written to thee excellent things in counsels and knowledge, 21 That I might make thee know
the certainty of the words of truth; that thou mightest answer the words of truth to them that send unto
thee? LUK 1:3 It seemed good to me also, having had perfect understanding of all things from the very
first, to write unto thee in order, most excellent Theophilus, 4 That thou mightest know the certainty of
those things, wherein thou hast been instructed. ROM 15:4 For whatsoever things were written aforetime
were written for our learning, that we through patience and comfort of the scriptures might have hope.
MAT 4:4 But he answered and said, It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word
that proceedeth out of the mouth of God. 7 Jesus said unto him, It is written again, Thou shalt not tempt
the Lord thy God. 10 Then saith Jesus unto him, Get thee hence, Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt
worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve. ISA 8:19 And when they shall say unto you,
Seek unto them that have familiar spirits, and unto wizards that peep, and that mutter: should not a
people seek unto their God? for the living to the dead? 20 To the law and to the testimony: if they speak
not according to this word, it is because there is no light in them.

III.  The books commonly called Apocrypha, not being of divine inspiration, are no
part of the canon of the Scripture, and therefore are of no authority in the Church of
God, nor to be any otherwise approved, or made use of, than other human writings.®

IV.  The authority of the Holy Scripture, for which it ought to be believed, and
obeyed, depends not upon the testimony of any man, or Church; but wholly upon God
(who is truth itself) the author thereof: and therefore it is to be received, because it is
the Word of God.”

V.  We may be moved and induced by the testimony of the Church to an high and
reverent esteem of the Holy Scripture.!? And the heavenliness of the matter, the
efficacy of the doctrine, the majesty of the style, the consent of all the parts, the scope
of the whole (which is, to give all glory to God), the full discovery it makes of the
only way of man's salvation, the many other incomparable excellencies, and the entire
perfection thereof, are arguments whereby it does abundantly evidence itself to be the
Word of God: yet notwithstanding, our full persuasion and assurance of the infallible

things which are written in this book. 2TI 3:16 All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is
profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness.

8 LUK 24:27 And beginning at Moses and all the prophets, he expounded unto them in all the scriptures
the things concerning himself. 44 And he said unto them, These are the words which I spake unto you,
while I was yet with you, that all things must be fulfilled, which were written in the law of Moses, and in
the prophets, and in the psalms, concerning me. ROM 3:2 Much every way: chiefly, because that unto
them were committed the oracles of God. 2PE 1:21 For the prophecy came not in old time by the will of
man: but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost.

VI.  The whole counsel of God concerning all things necessary for His own glory,
man's salvation, faith and life, is either expressly set down in Scripture, or by good
and necessary consequence may be deduced from Scripture: unto which nothing at
any time is to be added, whether by new revelations of the Spirit, or traditions of
men.!2 Nevertheless, we acknowledge the inward illumination of the Spirit of God to
be necessary for the saving understanding of such things as are revealed in the
Word: '3 and that there are some circumstances concerning the worship of God, and

11130 2:20 But ye have an unction from the Holy One, and ye know all things. 27 But the anointing
which ye have received of him abideth in you, and ye need not that any man teach you: but as the same
anointing teacheth you of all things, and is truth, and is no lie, and even as it hath taught you, ye shall
abide in him.

9 As we said before, so say I now again, if any man preach any other gospel unto you than that
ye have received, let him be accursed. 2TH 2:2 That ye be not soon shaken in mind, or be troubled,
neither by spirit, nor by word, nor by letter as from us, as that the day of Christ is at hand.

government of the Church, common to human actions and societies, which are to be
ordered by the light of nature, and Christian prudence, according to the general rules
of the Word, which are always to be observed.!#

VII.  All things in Scripture are not alike plain in themselves, nor alike clear unto
all:1> yet those things which are necessary to be known, believed, and observed for
salvation are so clearly propounded, and opened in some place of Scripture or other,
that not only the learned, but the unlearned, in a due use of the ordinary means, may
attain unto a sufficient understanding of them.!®

VIII. The Old Testament in Hebrew (which was the native language of the people of
God of old), and the New Testament in Greek (which, at the time of the writing of it,
was most generally known to the nations), being immediately inspired by God, and,
by His singular care and providence, kept pure in all ages, are therefore authentical;!”
so as, in all controversies of religion, the Church is finally to appeal unto them.'® But,
because these original tongues are not known to all the people of God, who have right
unto, and interest in the Scriptures, and are commanded, in the fear of God, to read
and search them,!? therefore they are to be translated in to the vulgar language of

IX.  The infallible rule of interpretation of Scripture is the Scripture itself: and
therefore, when there is a question about the true and full sense of any Scripture
(which is not manifold, but one), it must be searched and known by other places that
speak more clearly.??

X.  The supreme judge by which all controversies of religion are to be determined,
and all decrees of councils, opinions of ancient writers, doctrines of men, and private
spirits, are to be examined, and in whose sentence we are to rest, can be no other but
the Holy Spirit speaking in the Scripture.?*

20 1CO 14:6 Now, brethren, if I come undo you speaking with tongues, what shall I profit you, except I
shall speak to you either by revelation, or by knowledge, of by prophesying, or by doctrine? 9 So
likewise ye, except ye utter by the tongue words easy to be understood, how shall it be known what is
spoken? for ye shall speak into the air. 11 Therefore if I know not the meaning of the voice, I shall be
unto him that speaketh a barbarian, and he that speaketh shall be a barbarian unto me. 12 Even so ye,
forasmuch as ye are zealous of spiritual gifts, seek that ye may excel to the edifying of the church. 24 But
if all prophesy, and there come in one that believeth not, or one unlearned, he is convinced of all, he is
judged of all: 27 If any man speak in an unknown tongue, let it be by two, or at the most three, and that
by course; and let one interpret. 28 But if there be no interpreter, let him keep silence in the church; and
let him speak to himself, and to God.

Chapter II
Of God, and of the Holy Trinity

L There is but one only,?’ living, and true God,?® who is infinite in being and
perfection,?’ a most pure spirit,?® invisible,>® without body, parts,3? or passions;3!

He has made,>3 nor deriving any glory from them,>* but only manifesting His own
glory in, by, unto, and upon them. He is the alone fountain of all being, of whom,
through whom, and to whom are all things;> and has most sovereign dominion over
them, to do by them, for them, or upon them whatsoever Himself pleases.>° In His
sight all things are open and manifest,’’ His knowledge is infinite, infallible, and
independent upon the creature,>® so as nothing is to Him contingent, or uncertain.>”
He is most holy in all His counsels, in all His works, and in all His commands.® To

33 ACT 17:24 God that made the world and all things therein, seeing that he is Lord of heaven and earth,
dwelleth not in temples made with hands; 25 Neither is worshipped with men's hands, as though he
needed any thing, seeing he giveth to all life, and breath, and all things.

nor is the liberty or contingency of second causes taken away, but rather established.®’

IL. Although God knows whatsoever may or can come to pass upon all supposed
conditions;% yet has He not decreed anything because He foresaw it as future, or as
that which would come to pass upon such conditions.%”

V. Those of mankind that are predestinated unto life, God, before the foundation
of the world was laid, according to His eternal and immutable purpose, and the secret
counsel and good pleasure of His will, has chosen, in Christ, unto everlasting glory,”3

which were done in you, had been done in Tyre and Sidon, they would have repented long ago in
sackcloth and ashes. 23 And thou, Capernaum, which art exalted unto heaven, shalt be brought down to
hell: for if the mighty works, which have been done in thee, had been done in Sodom, it would have
remained until this day.

Chapter VII
Of God's Covenant with Man

L The distance between God and the creature is go great, that although reasonable
creatures do owe obedience unto Him as their Creator, yet they could never have any
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fruition of Him as their blessedness and reward, but by some voluntary condescension
on God's part, which He has been pleased to express by way of covenant. 43

1L The first covenant made with man was a covenant of works,!44 wherein life
was promised to Adam; and in him to his posterity,'*> upon condition of perfect and
personal obedience. 40

143 1SA 40:13 Who hath directed the Spirit of the Lord, or being his counseller hath taught him? 14 With
whom took he counsel, and who instructed him, and taught him in the path of judgment, and taught him
knowledge, and shewed to him the way of understanding? 15 Behold, the nations are as a drop of a
bucket, and are counted as the small dust of the balance: behold, he taketh up the isles as a very little
thing. 16 And Lebanon is not sufficient to burn, nor the beasts thereof sufficient for a burnt offering. 17
All nations before him are as nothing; and they are counted to him less than nothing, and vanity. JOB
9:32 For he is not a man, as I am, that I should answer him, and we should come together in judgment.
33 Neither is there any daysman betwixt us, that might lay his hand upon us both. 1SA 2:25 If one man
sin against another, the judge shall judge him: but if a man sin against the Lord, who shall intreat for
him? Notwithstanding they hearkened not unto the voice of their father, because the Lord would slay
them. PSA 113:5 Who is like unto the Lord our God, who dwelleth on high, 6 Who humbleth himself to
behold the things that are in heaven, and in the earth! PSA 100:2 Serve the Lord with gladness: come
before his presence with singing. 3 Know ye that the Lord he is God: it is he that hath made us, and not
we ourselves; we are his people, and the sheep of his pasture. JOB 22:2 Can a man be profitable unto
God, as he that is wise may be profitable unto himself? 3 Is it any pleasure to the Almighty, that thou art
righteous? or is it gain to him that thou makest thy ways perfect? JOB 35:7 If thou be righteous, what
givest thou him? or what receiveth he of thine hand? 8 Thy wickedness may hurt a man as thou art; and
thy righteousness may profit the son of man. LUK 17:10 So likewise ye, when ye shall have done all
those things which are commanded you, say, We are unprofitable servants: we have done that which was
our duty to do. ACT 17:24 God that made the world and all things therein, seeing that he is Lord of
heaven and earth, dwelleth not in temples made with hands; 25 Neither is worshipped with men's hands,
as though he needed any thing, seeing he giveth to all life, and breath, and all things.

144 GAL 3:12 And the law is not of faith: but, The man that doeth them shall live in them.

145 ROM 10:5 For Moses describeth the righteousness which is of the law, That the man which doeth
those things shall live by them. ROM 5:12 Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and
death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned: 13 (For until the law sin was in
the world: but sin is not imputed when there is no law. 14 Nevertheless death reigned from Adam to
Moses, even over them that had not sinned after the similitude of Adam's transgression, who is the figure
of him that was to come. 15 But not as the offence, so also is the free gift. For if through the offence of
one many be dead, much more the grace of God, and the gift by grace, which is by one man, Jesus
Christ, hath abounded unto many. 16 And not as it was by one that sinned, so is the gift: for the judgment
was by one to condemnation, but the free gift is of many offences unto justification. 17 For if by one
man's offence death reigned by one; much more they which receive abundance of grace and of the gift of
righteousness shall reign in life by one, Jesus Christ.) 18 Therefore as by the offence of one judgment

III.  Man, by his fall, having made himself incapable of life by that covenant, the
Lord was pleased to make a second,'*” commonly called the covenant of grace;
wherein He freely offers unto sinners life and salvation by Jesus Christ; requiring of
them faith in Him, that they may be saved,'*® and promising to give unto all those that
are ordained unto eternal life His Holy Spirit, to make them willing, and able to
believe.!4?

V.  This covenant was differently administered in the time of the law, and in the
time of the Gospel: !> under the law it was administered by promises, prophecies,
sacrifices, circumcision, the paschal lamb, and other types and ordinances delivered to
the people of the Jews, all foresignifying Christ to come;!52 which were, for that time,
sufficient and efficacious, through the operation of the Spirit, to instruct and build up
the elect in faith in the promised Messiah,'>3 by whom they had full remission of sins,
and eternal salvation; and is called the Old Testament. !4

150 HEB 9:15 And for this cause he is the mediator of the new testament, that by means of death, for the
redemption of the transgressions that were under the first testament, they which are called might receive
the promise of eternal inheritance. 16 For where a testament is, there must also of necessity be the death
of the testator. 17 For a testament is of force after men are dead: otherwise it is of no strength at all while
the testator liveth. HEB 7:22 By so much was Jesus made a surety of a better testament. LUK 22:20
Likewise also the cup after supper, saying, This cup is the new testament in my blood, which is shed for
you. 1CO 11:25 After the same manner also he took the cup, when he had supped, saying, This cup is the
new testament in my blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of me.

I512C0 3:6 Who also hath made us able ministers of the new testament; not of the letter, but of the
spirit: for the letter killeth, but the spirit giveth life. 7 But if the ministration of death, written and
engraven in stones, was glorious, so that the children of Israel could not stedfastly behold the face of
Moses for the glory of his countenance; which glory was to be done away: 8 How shall not the
ministration of the spirit be rather glorious? 9 For if the ministration of condemnation be glory, much
more doth the ministration of righteousness exceed in glory.

152 SEE HEB 8-10, ROM 4:11 And he received the sign of circumcision, a seal of the righteousness of
the faith which he had yet being uncircumcised: that he might be the father of all them that believe,
though they be not circumcised; that righteousness might be imputed unto them also. COL 2:11 In whom
also ye are circumcised with the circumcision made without hands, in putting off the body of the sins of
the flesh by the circumcision of Christ: 12 Buried with him in baptism, wherein also ye are risen with
him through the faith of the operation of God, who hath raised him from the dead.

Under the Gospel, when Christ, the substance, !> was exhibited, the ordinances
in which this covenant is dispensed are the preaching of the Word, and the
administration of the sacraments of Baptism and the Lord's Supper:!3° which, though
fewer in number, and administered with more simplicity, and less outward glory, yet,
in them, it is held forth in more fullness, evidence, and spiritual efficacy,’” to all

23 Now it was
not written for his sake alone, that it was imputed to him; 24 But for us also, to whom it shall be imputed,
if we believe on him that raised up Jesus our Lord from the dead. HEB 13:8 Jesus Christ the same
yesterday, and to day, and for ever.

Chapter VIII
Of Christ the Mediator

L It pleased God, in His eternal purpose, to choose and ordain the Lord Jesus, His
only begotten Son, to be the Mediator between God and man,'¢! the Prophet,!¢2

glorified.!%?

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Chapter XV

filthiness and odiousness of his sins, as contrary to the holy nature, and righteous law
of God; and upon the apprehension of His mercy in Christ to such as are penitent, so
grieves for, and hates his sins, as to turn from them all unto God,?*3 purposing and
endeavouring to walk with Him in all the ways of His commandments.??*

291 7EC 12:10 And I will pour upon the house of David, and upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the spirit
of grace and of supplications: and they shall look upon me whom they have pierced, and they shall
mourn for him, as one mourneth for his only son, and shall be in bitterness for him, as one that is in
bitterness for his firstborn.

As there is no sin so small, but it deserves damnation;2%8 so there is no sin so
great, that it can bring damnation upon those who truly repent.?%?

and in love to receive him.304

Chapter XVI
Of Good Works

L Good works are only such as God has commanded in His holy Word,35 and
not such as, without the warrant thereof, are devised by men, out of blind zeal, or
upon any pretence of good intention.306

1I. These good works, done in obedience to God's commandments, are the fruits
and evidences of a true and lively faith:307 and by them believers manifest their

This perseverance of the saints depends not upon their own free will, but upon
the immutability of the decree of election, flowing from the free and unchangeable
love of God the Father;334 upon the efficacy of the merit and intercession of Jesus
Christ,33 the abiding of the Spirit, and of the seed of God within them,33¢ and the

Father, which gave them me, is greater than all; and no man is able to pluck them out of my Father's
hand. 1JO 3:9 Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin; for his seed remaineth in him: and he
cannot sin, because he is born of God. 1PE 1:5 Who are kept by the power of God through faith unto
salvation ready to be revealed in the last time. 9 Receiving the end of your faith, even the salvation of
your souls.

L God gave to Adam a law, as a covenant of works, by which He bound him and
all his posterity, to personal, entire, exact, and perpetual obedience, promised life
upon the fulfilling, and threatened death upon the breach of it, and endued him with
power and ability to keep it.3%

365 GEN 1:26 And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have
dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth,
and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth. 27 So God created man in his own image, in
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1I. This law, after his fall, continued to be a perfect rule of righteousness; and, as
such, was delivered by God upon Mount Sinai, in ten commandments, and written in
two tables: 3% the first four commandments containing our duty towards God; and the
other six, our duty to man.367

1PE 3:8
Finally, be ye all of one mind, having compassion one of another, love as brethren, be pitiful, be
courteous: 9 Not rendering evil for evil, or railing for railing: but contrariwise blessing; knowing that ye
are thereunto called, that ye should inherit a blessing. 10 For he that ill love life, and see good days, let
him refrain his tongue from evil, and his lips that they speak no guile: 11 Let him eschew evil, and do
good; let him seek peace, and ensue it. 12 For the eyes of the Lord are over the righteous, and his ears are
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VII. Neither are the forementioned uses of the law contrary to the grace of the
Gospel, but do sweetly comply with it;38 the Spirit of Christ subduing and enabling
the will of man to do that freely, and cheerfully, which the will of God, revealed in
the law, requires to be done.386

Chapter XX
Of Christian Liberty, and Liberty of Conscience

L The liberty which Christ has purchased for believers under the Gospel consists
in their freedom from the guilt of sin, and condemning wrath of God, the curse of the
moral law;3%7 and, in their being delivered from this present evil world, bondage to
Satan, and dominion of sin;3%8 from the evil of afflictions, the sting of death, the

387 TIT 2:14 Who gave himself for us, that he might redeem us from all iniquity, and purify unto himself
a peculiar people, zealous of good works. 1TH 1:10 And to wait for his Son from heaven, whom he
raised from the dead, even Jesus, which delivered us from the wrath to come. GAL 3:13 Christ hath
redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse for us: for it is written, Cursed is every one
that hangeth on a tree.

388 GAL 1:4 Who gave himself for our sins, that he might deliver us from this present evil world,
according to the will of God and our Father. COL 1:13 Who hath delivered us from the power of
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victory of the grave, and everlasting damnation;38? as also, in their free access to
God,?*9 and their yielding obedience unto Him, not out of slavish fear, but a child-like
love and willing mind.3°! All which were common also to believers under the law.392
But, under the New Testament, the liberty of Christians is further enlarged, in their
freedom from the yoke of the ceremonial law, to which the Jewish Church was
subjected; %3 and in greater boldness of access to the throne of grace,** and in fuller

darkness, and hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son. ACT 26:18 To open their eyes, and to
turn them from darkness to light, and from the power of Satan unto God, that they may receive
forgiveness of sins, and inheritance among them which are sanctified by faith that is in me. ROM 6:14
For sin shall not have dominion over you: for ye are not under the law, but under grace.

389 ROM 8:28 And we know that all things work together for good to them that love God, to them who
are the called according to his purpose. PSA 119:71 It is good for me that I have been afflicted; that I
might learn thy statutes.

II. God alone is Lord of the conscience,3%¢ and has left it free from the doctrines
and commandments of men, which are, in any thing, contrary to His Word; or beside
it, in matters of faith, or worship.3°7 So that, to believe such doctrines, or to obey such
commands, out of conscience, is to betray true liberty of conscience:38 and the

They who, upon pretence of Christian liberty, do practice any sin, or cherish
any lust, do thereby destroy the end of Christian liberty, which is, that being delivered
out of the hands of our enemies, we might serve the Lord without fear, in holiness and
righteousness before Him, all the days of our life.#00

IV.  And because the powers which God has ordained, and the liberty which Christ
has purchased are not intended by God to destroy, but mutually to uphold and
preserve one another, they who, upon pretence of Christian liberty, shall oppose any
lawful power, or the lawful exercise of it, whether it be civil or ecclesiastical, resist
the ordinance of God.*?! And, for their publishing of such opinions, or maintaining of

JOH 4:22 Ye
worship ye know not what: we know what we worship: for salvation is of the Jews. HOS 5:11 Ephraim is
oppressed and broken in judgment, because he willingly walked after the commandment.

403 DEU 13:6 If thy brother, the son of thy mother, or thy son, or thy daughter, or the wife of thy bosom,
or thy friend, which is as thine own soul, entice thee secretly, saying, Let us go and serve other gods,

27 Blessed be the Lord God of our fathers, which hath put
such a thing as this in the king's heart, to beautify the house of the Lord which is in Jerusalem: 28 And
hath extended mercy unto me before the king, and his counsellers, and before all the king's mighty
princes. And I was strengthened as the hand of the Lord my God was upon me, and I gathered together
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out of Israel chief men to go up with me. REV 17:12 And the ten horns which thou sawest are ten kings,
which have received no kingdom as yet; but receive power as kings one hour with the beast. 16 And the
ten horns which thou sawest upon the beast, these shall hate the whore, and shall make her desolate and
naked, and shall eat her flesh, and burn her with fire.

25 And I contended with them, and cursed them, and smote
certain of them, and plucked off their hair, and made them swear by God, saying, Ye shall not give your
daughters unto their sons, nor take their daughters unto your sons, or for yourselves. 30 Thus cleansed I
them from all strangers, and appointed the wards of the priests and the Levites, every one in his business.
2KI 23:5 And he put down the idolatrous priests, whom the kings of Judah had ordained to burn incense
in the high places in the cities of Judah, and in the places round about Jerusalem; them also that burned
incense unto Baal, to the sun, and to the moon, and to the planets, and to all the host of heaven. 6 And he
brought out the grove from the house of the Lord, without Jerusalem, unto the brook Kidron, and burned
it at the brook Kidron, and stamped it small to powder, and cast the powder thereof upon the graves of
the children of the people. 9 Nevertheless the priests of the high places came not up to the altar of the
Lord in Jerusalem, but they did eat of the unleavened bread among their brethren. 20 And he slew all the
priests of the high places that were there upon the altars, and burned men's bones upon them, and
returned to Jerusalem. 21 And the king commanded all the people, saying, Keep the passover unto the
Lord your God, as it is written in the book of this covenant. 2CH 34:33 And Josiah took away all the
abominations out of all the countries that pertained to the children of Israel, and made all that were
present in Israel to serve, even to serve the Lord their God.

16 And it
came to pass, as he talked with him, that the king said unto him, Art thou made of the king's counsel?
forbear; why shouldest thou be smitten? Then the prophet forbare, and said, I know that God hath
determined to destroy thee, because thou hast done this, and hast not hearkened unto my counsel. DAN
3:29 Therefore I make a decree, That every people, nation, and language, which speak any thing amiss
against the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-nego, shall be cut in pieces, and their houses shall be
made a dunghill: because there is no other God that can deliver after this sort. 1TI 2:2 For kings, and for
all that are in authority; that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness and honesty. ISA
49:23 And kings shall be thy nursing fathers, and their queens thy nursing mothers: they shall bow down
to thee with their face toward the earth, and lick up the dust of thy feet; and thou shalt know that I am the
Lord: for they shall not be ashamed that wait for me. ZEC 13:2 And it shall come to pass in that day,
saith the Lord of hosts, that I will cut off the names of the idols out of the land, and they shall no more be
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remembered: and also I will cause the prophets and the unclean spirit to pass out of the land. 3 And it
shall come to pass, that when any shall yet prophesy, then his father and his mother that begat him shall
say unto him, Thou shalt not live; for thou speakest lies in the name of the Lord: and his father and his
mother that begat him shall thrust him through when he prophesieth.

Chapter XXI
Of Religious Worship, and the Sabbath Day

L The light of nature shows that there is a God, who has lordship and sovereignty
over all, is good, and does good unto all, and is therefore to be feared, loved, praised,
called upon, trusted in, and served, with all the heart, and with all the soul, and with
all the might.*0* But the acceptable way of worshipping the true God is instituted by
Himself, and so limited by His own revealed will, that He may not be worshipped
according to the imaginations and devices of men, or the suggestions of Satan, under
any visible representation, or any other way not prescribed in the holy Scripture.*0

404 ROM 1:20 For the invisible things of him from the creation of the world are clearly seen, being
understood by the things that are made, even his eternal power and Godhead; so that they are without
excuse. ACT 17:24 God that made the world and all things therein, seeing that he is Lord of heaven and
earth, dwelleth not in temples made with hands. PSA 119:68 Thou art good, and doest good; teach me
thy statutes. JER 10:7 Who would not fear thee, O King of nations? for to thee doth it appertain:
forasmuch as among all the wise men of the nations, and in all their kingdoms, there is none like unto
thee. PSA 31:23 O love the Lord, all ye his saints: for the Lord preserveth the faithful, and plentifully
rewardeth the proud doer. PSA 18:3 I will call upon the Lord, who is worthy to be praised: so shall I be
saved from mine enemies.

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Chapter XXII
Of Lawful Oaths and Vows

L A lawful oath is part of religious worship,**3 wherein, upon just occasion, the
person swearing solemnly calls God to witness what he asserts, or promises, and to
judge him according to the truth or falsehood of what he swears.*+

IL. The name of God only is that by which men ought to swear, and therein it is to
be used with all holy fear and reverence.** Therefore, to swear vainly, or rashly, by
that glorious and dreadful Name; or, to swear at all by any other thing, is sinful, and
to be abhorred.**¢ Yet, as in matters of weight and moment, an oath is warranted by
the Word of God, under the New Testament as well as under the old;*47 so a lawful
oath, being imposed by lawful authority, in such matters, ought to be taken.**3

443 DEU 10:20 Thou shalt fear the Lord thy God; him shalt thou serve, and to him shalt thou cleave, and
swear by his name.

444 EX0 20:7 Thou shalt not take the name of the Lord thy God in vain; for the Lord will not hold him
guiltless that taketh his name in vain.

It is lawful for Christians to accept and execute the office of a magistrate, when
called thereunto:#°! in the managing whereof, as they ought especially to maintain
piety, justice, and peace, according to the wholesome laws of each commonwealth;*62
so, for that end, they may lawfully, now under the New Testament, wage war, upon
just and necessary occasion.*63

The civil magistrate may not assume to himself the administration of the Word
and sacraments, or the power of the keys of the kingdom of heaven:** yet he has
authority, and it is his duty, to take order that unity and peace be preserved in the
Church, that the truth of God be kept pure and entire, that all blasphemies and
heresies be suppressed, all corruptions and abuses in worship and discipline prevented
or reformed, and all the ordainances of God duly settled, administrated, and
observed.*% For the better effecting whereof, he has power to call synods, to be

10 But chiefly them that walk after the flesh in the lust of uncleanness, and despise
government. Presumptuous are they, selfwilled, they are not afraid to speak evil of dignities. 11 Whereas
angels, which are greater in power and might, bring not railing accusation against them before the Lord.
JUD 8 Likewise also these filthy dreamers defile the flesh, despise dominion, and speak evil of dignities.
JUD 9 Yet Michael the archangel, when contending with the devil he disputed about the body of Moses,
durst not bring against him a railing accusation, but said, The Lord rebuke thee. 10 But these speak evil
of those things which they know not: but what they know naturally, as brute beasts, in those things they
corrupt themselves. 11 Woe unto them! for they have gone in the way of Cain, and ran greedily after the
error of Balaam for reward, and perished in the gainsaying of Core.

473 2TH 2:4 Who opposeth and exalteth himself above all that is called God, or that is worshipped; so
that he as God sitteth in the temple of God, shewing himself that he is God. REV 13:15 And he had
power to give life unto the image of the beast, that the image of the beast should both speak, and cause
that as many as would not worship the image of the beast should be killed. 16 And he causeth all, both
small and great, rich and poor, free and bond, to receive a mark in their right hand, or in their foreheads:
17 And that no man might buy or sell, save he that had the mark, or the name of the beast, or the number
of his name.
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Chapter XXIV

Of Marriage and Divorce

L Marriage is to be between one man and one woman: neither is it lawful for any
man to have more than one wife, nor for any woman to have more than one husband,
at the same time.*74

II.  Marriage was ordained for the mutual help of husband and wife,*’> for the
increase of mankind with a legitimate issue, and of the Church with an holy seed;*7°
and for preventing of uncleanness.*’”

III. It is lawful for all sorts of people to marry, who are able with judgment to give
their consent.*’® Yet it is the duty of Christians to marry only in the Lord.*’® And

4171c0 722 Nevertheless, to avoid fornication, let every man have his own wife, and let every woman
have her own husband. 9 But if they cannot contain, let them marry: for it is better to marry than to burn.

478 HEB 13:4 Marriage is honourable in all, and the bed undefiled: but whoremongers and adulterers
God will judge. 1TI 4:3 Forbidding to marry, and commanding to abstain from meats, which God hath
created to be received with thanksgiving of them which believe and know the truth. 1CO 7:36 But if any
man think that he behaveth himself uncomely toward his virgin, if she pass the flower of her age, and
need so require, let him do what he will, he sinneth not: let them marry. 37 Nevertheless he that standeth
stedfast in his heart, having no necessity, but hath power over his own will, and hath so decreed in his
heart that he will keep his virgin, doeth well. 38 So then he that giveth her in marriage doeth well; but he
that giveth her not in marriage doeth better. GEN 24:57 And they said, We will call the damsel, and
inquire at her mouth.
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therefore such as profess the true reformed religion should not marry with infidels,
papists, or other idolaters: neither should such as are godly be unequally yoked, by
marrying with such as are notoriously wicked in their life, or maintain damnable
heresies.*30

IV. Marriage ought not to be within the degrees of consanguinity or affinity
forbidden by the Word.*3! Nor can such incestuous marriages ever be made lawful by
any law of man or consent of parties, so as those persons may live together as man
and wife.*¥2The man may not marry any of his wife's kindred, nearer in blood then he

NEH
13:25 And I contended with them, and cursed them, and smote certain of them, and plucked off their
hair, and made them swear by God, saying, Ye shall not give your daughters unto their sons, nor take
their daughters unto your sons, or for yourselves. 26 Did not Solomon king of Israel sin by these things?
yet among many nations was there no king like him, who was beloved of his God, and God made him
king over all Israel: nevertheless even him did outlandish women cause to sin. 27 Shall we then hearken
unto you to do all this great evil, to transgress against our God in marrying strange wives? MAL 2:11
Judah hath dealt treacherously, and an abomination is committed in Israel and in Jerusalem; for Judah
hath profaned the holiness of the Lord which he loved, and hath married the daughter of a strange god.
12 The Lord will cut off the man that doeth this, the master and the scholar, out of the tabernacles of
Jacob, and him that offereth an offering unto the Lord of hosts. 2CO 6:14 Be ye not unequally yoked
together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and what
communion hath light with darkness?

481(LEV 18) 1CO 5:1 It is reported commonly that there is fornication among you, and such fornication
as is not so much as named among the Gentiles, that one should have his father's wife. AMO 2:7 That
pant after the dust of the earth on the head of the poor, and turn aside the way of the meek: and a man
and his father will go in unto the same maid, to profane my holy name.

482 MAR 6:18 For John had said unto Herod, It is not lawful for thee to have thy brother's wife. LEV
18:24 Defile not ye yourselves in any of these things: for in all these the nations are defiled which I cast
out before you: 25 And the land is defiled: therefore I do visit the iniquity thereof upon it, and the land
itself vomiteth out her inhabitants. 26 Ye shall therefore keep my statutes and my judgments, and shall
not commit any of these abominations; neither any of your own nation, nor any stranger that sojourneth
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may of his own: nor the woman of her husband's kindred, nearer in blood than of her
own.*83

V.  Adultery or fornication committed after a contract, being detected before
marriage, gives just occasion to the innocent party to dissolve that contract.*?4 In the
case of adultery after marriage, it is lawful for the innocent party to sue out a divorce
and, after the divorce,*® to marry another, as if the offending party were dead.*8¢

VI.  Although the corruption of man be such as is apt to study arguments unduly to
put asunder those whom God has joined together in marriage: yet, nothing but
adultery, or such wilful desertion as can no way be remedied by the Church, or civil
magistrate, is cause sufficient of dissolving the bond of marriage:*37 wherein, a public

Chapter XXV

1. The catholic or universal Church, which is invisible, consists of the whole
number of the elect, that have been, are, or shall be gathered into one, under Christ the
Head thereof; and is the spouse, the body, the fulness of Him that fills all in all.*3?

IL The visible Church, which is also catholic or universal under the Gospel (not
confined to one nation, as before under the law), consists of all those throughout the

1. All saints, that are united to Jesus Christ their Head, by His Spirit, and by faith,
have fellowship with Him in His grace, sufferings, death, resurrection, and glory:393
and, being united to one another in love, they have communion in each other's gifts
and graces,’"* and are obliged to the performance of such duties, public and private,
as do conduce to their mutual good, both in the inward and outward man.>%

with us: and truly our fellowship is with the Father, and with his Son Jesus Christ. EPH 3:16 That he
would grant you, according to the riches of his glory, to be strengthened with might by his Spirit in the
inner man; 17 That Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith; that ye, being rooted and grounded in love,
18 May be able to comprehend with all saints what is the breadth, and length, and depth, and height; 19
And to know the love of Christ, which passeth knowledge, that ye might be filled with all the fulness of
God.

In this sacrament, Christ is not offered up to His Father; nor any real sacrifice
made at all, for remission of sins of the quick or dead;>*? but only a commemoration
of that one offering up of Himself, by Himself, upon the cross, once for all: and a
spiritual oblation of all possible praise unto God, for the same:>*! so that the popish
sacrifice of the mass (as they call it) is most abominably injurious to Christ's one, only
sacrifice, the alone propitiation for all the sins of His elect.7*?

That doctrine which maintains a change of the substance of bread and wine,
into the substance of Christ's body and blood (commonly called transubstantiation) by
consecration of a priest, or by any other way, is repugnant, not to Scripture alone, but
even to common sense, and reason; overthrows the nature of the sacrament, and has
been, and is, the cause of manifold superstitions; yes, of gross idolatries.>>°

VII. Worthy receivers, outwardly partaking of the visible elements, in this
sacrament,’>! do then also, inwardly by faith, really and indeed, yet not carnally and
corporally but spiritually, receive and feed upon, Christ crucified, and all benefits of
His death: the body and blood of Christ being then, not corporally or carnally, in,

Wherefore, all ignorant and ungodly persons, as they are unfit to enjoy
communion with Him, so are they unworthy of the Lord's table; and cannot, without
great sin against Christ, while they remain such, partake of these holy mysteries,’>3 or
be admitted thereunto.>>*

L The Lord Jesus, as king and head of His Church, has therein appointed a
government, in the hand of Church officers, distinct from the civil magistrate.>>>

whereof, they have power, respectively, to retain, and remit sins; to shut that kingdom
against the impenitent, both by the Word, and censures; and to open it unto penitent
sinners, by the ministry of the Gospel; and by absolution from censures, as occasion
shall require.>%

333 ISA 9:6 For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the government shall be upon his
shoulder: and his name shall be called Wonderful, Counseller, The mighty God, The everlasting Father,
The Prince of Peace. 7 Of the increase of his government and peace there shall be no end, upon the
throne of David, and upon his kingdom, to order it, and to establish it with judgment and with justice
from henceforth even for ever. The zeal of the Lord of hosts will perform this. 1TI 5:17 Let the elders
that rule well be counted worthy of double honour, especially they who labour in the word and doctrine.
1TH 5:12 And we beseech you, brethren, to know them which labour among you, and are over you in the
Lord, and admonish you. ACT 20:17 And from Miletus he sent to Ephesus, and called the elders of the
church.

HEB 13:7 Remember them which have
the rule over you, who have spoken unto you the word of God: whose faith follow, considering the end
of their conversation. 17 Obey them that have the rule over you, and submit yourselves: for they watch
for your souls, as they that must give account, that they may do it with joy, and not with grief: for that is
unprofitable for you. 24 Salute all them that have the rule over you, and all the saints. They of Italy salute
you.

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III.  Church censures are necessary, for the reclaiming and gaining of offending
brethren, for deterring of others from the like offenses, for purging out of that leaven
which might infect the whole lump, for vindicating the honor of Christ, and the holy
profession of the Gospel, and for preventing the wrath of God, which might justly fall
upon the Church, if they should suffer His covenant, and the seals thereof, to be
profaned by notorious and obstinate offenders.>>’

IV.  For the better attaining of these ends, the officers of the Church are to proceed
by admonition; suspension from the sacrament of the Lord's Supper for a season; and
by excommunication from the Church; according to the nature of the crime, and
demerit of the person.>38

As magistrates may lawfully call a synod of ministers, and other fit persons, to
consult and advise with, about matters of religion; % so, if magistrates be open
enemies to the Church, the ministers of Christ, of themselves, by virtue of their office,
or they, with other fit persons upon delegation from their Churches, may meet
together in such assemblies. %!

339 ACT 15:2 When therefore Paul and Barnabas had no small dissension and disputation with them,
they determined that Paul and Barnabas, and certain other of them, should go up to Jerusalem unto the
apostles and elders about this question. 4 And when they were come to Jerusalem, they were received of
the church, and of the apostles and elders, and they declared all things that God had done with them.

reverence and submission; not only for their agreement with the Word, but also for
the power whereby they are made, as being an ordinance of God appointed thereunto
in His Word.>%2

IV.  All synods or councils, since the apostles' times, whether general or particular,
may err; and many have erred. Therefore they are not to be made the rule of faith, or
practice; but to be used as a help in both.3%3

Then pleased it the apostles and elders, with the whole church, to send chosen men of their own company
to Antioch with Paul and Barnabas; namely, Judas surnamed Barsabas, and Silas, chief men among the
brethren: 23 And they wrote letters by them after this manner; The apostles and elders and brethren send
greeting unto the brethren which are of the Gentiles in Antioch and Syria and Cilicia: 25 It seemed good
unto us, being assembled with one accord, to send chosen men unto you with our beloved Barnabas and
Paul.

L God has appointed a day, wherein He will judge the world, in righteousness, by
Jesus Christ,’? to whom all power and judgment is given of the Father.>’3 In which
day, not only the apostate angels shall be judged,’’* but likewise all persons that have
lived upon earth shall appear before the tribunal of Christ, to give an account of their
thoughts, words, and deeds; and to receive according to what they have done in the
body, whether good or evil.>”>

For then shall the righteous go into
everlasting life, and receive that fullness of joy and refreshing, which shall come from
the presence of the Lord; but the wicked who know not God, and obey not the Gospel
of Jesus Christ, shall be cast into eternal torments, and be punished with everlasting
destruction from the presence of the Lord, and from the glory of His power.>76

41 Then shall he say also unto them on the left hand, Depart
from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels: 42 For I was an hungred,
and ye gave me no meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave me no drink: 43 I was a stranger, and ye took me not
in: naked, and ye clothed me not: sick, and in prison, and ye visited me not. 44 Then shall they also
answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an hungred, or athirst, or a stranger, or naked, or sick, or in
prison, and did not minister unto thee? 45 Then shall he answer them, saying, Verily I say unto you,
Inasmuch as ye did it not to one of the least of these, ye did it not to me. 46 And these shall go away into
everlasting punishment: but the righteous into life eternal. ROM 2:5 But after thy hardness and
impenitent heart treasurest up unto thyself wrath against the day of wrath and revelation of the righteous
judgment of God; 6 Who will render to every man according to his deeds: ROM 9:22 What if God,
willing to shew his wrath, and to make his power known, endured with much longsuffering the vessels of
wrath fitted to destruction: 23 And that he might make known the riches of his glory on the vessels of
mercy, which he had afore prepared unto glory. MAT 5:21 His lord said unto him, Well done, thou good
and faithful servant: thou hast been faithful over a few things, I will make thee ruler over many things:
enter thou into the joy of thy lord. ACT 3:19 Repent ye therefore, and be converted, that your sins may
be blotted out, when the times of refreshing shall come from the presence of the Lord; 2TH 1:7 And to
you who are troubled rest with us, when the Lord Jesus shall be revealed from heaven with his mighty
angels, 8 In flaming fire taking vengeance on them that know not God, and that obey not the gospel of
our Lord Jesus Christ: 9 Who shall be punished with everlasting destruction from the presence of the
Lord, and from the glory of his power; 10 When he shall come to be glorified in his saints, and to be
admired in all them that believe(because our testimony among you was believed) in that day.

ROM 8:23 And not only they, but ourselves also, which have the
firstfruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves groan within ourselves, waiting for the adoption, to wit, the
redemption of our body. 24 For we are saved by hope: but hope that is seen is not hope: for what a man
seeth, why doth he yet hope for? 25 But if we hope for that we see not, then do we with patience wait for
it.
